The Battle against the Kittiym —
Column 15-19

Last column finishes with “Daughters of my
people, burst into a voice of jubilation.

Major themes of the Scroll

It is clear that the difference between the sons of light
and the sons of darkness is the difference between
those who keep the covenant and those who do not.

The sons of darkness are destroyed from among the
sons of light.

At the end the location shifts from the wilderness of
the peoples (Hosea 2:14) to the wilderness of
Jerusalem (wedding supper) where there will be much
jubilation and wedding like joy.

All twelve tribes seem to be reunited.

There is a comparison to the Exodus

Sons of darkness seem to be a mingling of the east
and the west coming together at the end of days.
